Description of the Program 

The purpose of Comparative Advantage shall be to serve as a structured forum to enable Davidson College Economics majors and minors to gain insights into future career possibilities through formal and informal interaction with Davidson alumni and friends, who will serve as their mentors. The program shall seek to improve the participants’ skill-sets with regards to networking, interviewing, and general professional etiquette. Participants are expected to use the program to explore career opportunities, not to seek future job placement. Mentors shall have no obligation to make offers of internships or jobs.  

Though past mentors have primarily been in finance and consulting, the program hopes to recruit mentors in other fields. 

In addition to cultivating relationships with their mentor participants in the program are expected to attend educational seminars and other Comparative Advantage events.  Past events have included a meet and greet reception, end of year banquet, resume writing and networking workshops, and panels on investment banking and consulting. 

Eligibility & Qualifications

Application for Comparative Advantage will be open to all rising sophomore and juniors and seniors.  Note however that preference will be given to economics majors and minors and to those students who have shown an interest in economics and economics related careers. Other guidelines the selection committee will follow include academic performance, especially in economics classes, evidence of dedication, maturity, and thoughtful involvement with organization(s) on campus, and the personal statement.  The personal statement should express the reasons why the applicant wishes to participate in the program, what they hope to gain from it, and their general career goals and interests.  [Note: The Selection Committee will look unfavorably on candidates who appear to want to use the program primarily to generate a job offer.]

Process

Applications will be due by Friday May 10, 2002.  The application form should be returned to Mrs. Carmack-Chambers 232A.  All applications will be notified by mail after the Selection Committee has reviewed the applications.
