
Smoking 

All Davidson College buildings are Smoke-Free. Therefore, college policy prohibits smoking in 
all indoor residence hall and apartment spaces. Students violating this policy will incur a $50.00 
fine on the first offense and possible eviction from the residence halls for repeated offenses. 

Smoking is also prohibited in any outdoor areas within twenty feet of a building's door or 
window where smoke may enter and affect the internal environment or adversely affect the 
environment of those entering or exiting the facility. 

Hookahs - single or multi-stemmed water pipes used for smoking tobacco - are allowed to be 
used on campus grounds but, in accordance with the Smoking Policy, cannot be used inside of 
residence halls. Furthermore, in accordance with the drug laws and policies, hookahs should not 
be used to smoke marijuana or other illegal drugs.
